Vocabulary Activity Options

Each week, you will be required to do at least 1 vocabulary activity with your weekly vocabulary words. (If we have time during the week, we may do more activities.) Here is a list of the activities you may choose from. You may want to keep this list in your binder. 

· Write 10 Definition Diamond Poems

· Line 1 = Write the vocab word

· Line 2 = Describe it

· Line 3 = Tell where it can be

· Line 4 = Tell more about it

· Line 5 = Use emotions to describe it

· Line 6 = Write the vocab word again

· “Sailboat” each word once.

· Example: if you were “sailboating” the word “story,” it would look like this:

      s

     st

    sto

   stor

  story

· Draw a triangle around the word, thus creating a “sailboat.”

· Find 1 or 2 words that define your vocab word and write it below the sailboat. 

· Pick 10 words and use them in 10 separate sentences or 1 big story

· Sentences or story must be appropriate and must make sense. 

· Use your vocabulary words correctly.

· Write each word 5 times each. 

· Please write neatly so I can recognize what words you are writing!

· Choose 5 vocabulary words and make an acrostic poem for each of them, that helps the reader understand the meaning. An example of an acrostic poem for the word “story” might look something like this:

· Saga

· Tale

· Original

· Report

· Yields Intelligence

· Write an [APPROPRIATE] poem, song, or rap, using at least 8 vocab words.

· Illustrate every word and write the word below the picture.

· You should only be able to fit about 4 words/illustrations on each side of a piece of paper because you’ll make the illustrations big enough so I can see them and tell what they are. So 1 piece of paper, front and back, should hold 8 words. When you turn this is, you’ll need to staple both sheets of paper together, please.

· Spelling math: Vowels = 3; consonants = 2 (count “y” as a vowel). Find the sum of each word. 

· Example: if you were add the word “story,” it would look like this:

Story: 2+2+3+2+3 = 12

· Write a Lexicon for 4 words (obtain Lexicon sheets from Miss H).

· In short, Lexicons include: 

· Writing the word in print

· Writing the word in cursive

· Stepping the word into syllables

· Listing the letters of the word in ABC order

· Writing the pronunciation key

· Writing the part of speech

· Writing the definition

· Writing the guide words from the dictionary

· Writing the page number of the dictionary on which the word can be found

· Writing a synonym

· Writing an antonym
