· Novel Bingo assignment: you will be responsible for completing your novel bingo card during class or your own time (before/after school or during encore). I will be able to give you some time in class, but those of you that are a bit more meticulous with your work may not be able to finish in class.
· Do NOT wait until the day before to start this assignment! 

· Your bingo card is 5 x 5. Each box contains a different element or task for you to find/do that relates to Driver’s Ed. We have studied all of these tasks/definitions in class! But here’s a quick review on a few that we haven’t talked much about:

· Idiom = an expression that does not mean what it literally says
· “Don’t cry over spilt milk.”

· “You had the upper hand.”

· Symbolism = using something to represent something else

· Have you ever heard Leeann Womack’s song, “I hope you dance”? She’s not really talking about dancing at all…she’s actually talking about living life to the fullest!
· In the Harry Potter books, a snake is used to represent evil.

· Dialogue = a conversation between characters

· “Hey, Jimmy, how’s it going?” asked Stephanie.

· “I’m great! What about you?” replied Jimmy.

· Irony = contradiction between what happens and what is expected

· The smartest kid in the whole school fails his big reading test.

· You plan an outdoor wedding when the weather is supposed to be beautiful…and there’s a thunderstorm.

· Analogy = a larger, more detailed comparison between two or more things that are similar in some ways but otherwise unalike

· Some people live their lives like a sheet of scrapped paper blown along a windy street; they are carried this way and that with no apparent effort or ability to control their direction.
· Use the Driver’s Ed book to help you find examples to fill in the bingo boxes. You must copy the example onto a piece of paper and include the page number/location of where you found this information!
· Show me your paper and your bingo card, and if your paper example is correct, I will initial your bingo card. 

· You do not have to fill in all your boxes in a row…they can be wherever you want! But if you DO fill in 5 in a row, you get a special prize ( You can only receive one of these prizes per week. 

· Every square is worth 5 points. You have to have at least 110 points to earn an A on this assignment. This means that you can choose to NOT do 3 boxes and still have an A. The scoring is listed on the bingo sheet.
