· When you get to the computer lab, you will need to open up Microsoft Word. 
· Click on “Help” on the top bar, and click on “Microsoft Office Word Help.” A little bar will pop up on the right-hand side of your screen.

· In the search bar, type in “1 page newsletter template” and click the green arrow.

· From there, you can choose which newsletter you would like to design. 
· The templates called “Newsletter (simple design, 4-col., 6-pp.)” or “Newsletter (scallops design)” work best.

· After you decide which newsletter you would like to work with, click on it and click “download.” Wait for it to pop up. When it does, you are ready to begin working.

· Remember that you will only be printing in BLACK AND WHITE, so if you try to use pretty, colorful images, I won’t even be able to notice…

· Remember that you are only required to do ONE PAGE. So, to save paper, go through and delete any pages in your document past page #1. If you can’t figure out how to delete them, don’t worry about it! Just be aware that, when you go to print, you need to find where it says, “page range” in the printer pop-up box, and make sure you only print page # 1!
· Include a title for your newspaper. Where it says “newsletter date,” put in April 9, 2010. Where it says volume and issue number, please erase that and put in “1st hour, “3rd hour,” or “4th hour,” depending on which class you have with me!

· Give your story a headline
· Somewhere at the top of the page, make sure your name is on there or I won’t be able to give you credit for your hard work!

· You are only required to write ONE story. Please make that the first story on your newsletter. 
· If you see a red squiggly line under a word, that means it’s misspelled. Please right-click on it to correct it.

· If you see a green squiggly line under a word or phrase, that means your grammar or structure is off. Please right click on it to correct it.

· Make sure you write enough to fill up all the columns and make it a full story.

· Use correct grammar and complete sentences!

· At the end, put, “Story by:” and then your name. 

· Examples will be provided by me….please do not copy my story!

· Once you write your one story about the topic specified, you are done! If you want, you can add extra stuff to the sides and bottom, but it will just be for fun…I won’t be grading you on that part.
