There are 20 multiple choice questions, worth 2 points each. You will need to know: 
· Who are the protagonists?

· Who are the minor characters?

· What TYPE of conflict is in this book?

· HINT: think about the inner turmoil Morgan and Remy feel after they find out about Denise!

· What genre would this text be?

· Poetry? Play? Short story? Novel?

· What SUBgenre?

· Fairytale? Realistic fiction? Autobiography? Tall tale? Science fiction?

· Where is the setting of this novel?
· What is the theme?

· How did the two protagonist’s relationship change throughout the book?

· Think about the traits the characters had…were they anxious? Carefree? Arrogant?
· Whose idea was it to steal signs?

· Be able to pick out a simile

· Be able to recognize symbolism

· Be able to recognize a metaphor

· What is the main conflict?

· Tell me about Starr’s personality

· Why could Morgan’s father still run for office at the end, despite everything that has happened concerning his son?

There are 12 true/false questions, worth 2 points each. You will need to know: 

· Who could be an example of a round or flat character?

· Who could be an example of a dynamic or static character?

· Is this book fiction or non-fiction?
· What was Morgan’s fathers’ occupation?

· What kind of driver’s education teacher was Mr. Fielding?
· What signs did the kids steal?
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There are 15 matching questions, worth 2 points each. You will be matching the character with their significant contribution to the story. You will need to be knowledgeable about the following characters:

There are 2 short answer questions, where you have to write at least 3 complete, logical questions for full credit. These are worth 3 points each. The questions are:

· The mothers find it harder than the fathers to forgive their children. Why do you think this is so?

· Fast-forward to the future. Imagine that Remy finds a street sign in her 16 year old son’s bedroom. How do you think she might react? Why?

There is 1 long answer question, where you must write at least 2 complete, logical paragraphs for full credit. This is worth 10 points. The question is:

· Remy and Morgan should make some sort of compensation for stealing the stop sign and causing an innocent woman to die. Develop a sensible compensation for their demeanor and tell me why that would be appropriate. 
This test is worth a total of 110 points.
