February 15, 2010
· There are a few proofreading marks you’ll need to know about before you start to proofread a friend’s paper. Since I cannot write some of those with the computer, you will have to get those specific marks from a friend.
· ^ means you should insert a letter or word here. 

· / means you should make this letter lowercase.

· # means you should add a space.

· To indicate the addition of quotation marks, use one arrow pointing down where the first set of quotation marks should be, and one more arrow pointing down where the second set of quotation marks should be.

· To take out a word, sentence, or punctuation mark, just cross through it. 

· To begin a new paragraph, you will mark two straight lines || and make a small “c” at the top of it. 

· To indicate that a letter should be capitalized, make 3 small lines under the letter that should be uppercase.

· If a comma needs to be added, make a comma and circle it.

· If a period needs to be added, make a period and circle it. 

· The purpose of proofreading your neighbor’s rough draft is NOT to make fun of him/her, smother him/her with praises, OR to completely mark up his/her paper! The purpose of this exercise is to help out a friend, honestly. Your friend is counting on you to help him/her figure out what is wrong with his/her paper! If you don’t make any markings, I’ll know you weren’t trying, because everyone makes mistakes! As the proofreader, it is your duty to help your friend get a better grade.
February 16, 2010

· Re-write your paper, taking into considerations the proofreading marks your friend may have made. You do not have to follow all of his/her suggestions, but at least look at them and determine if he/she has a point before writing it off! 
· Final revisions of that will be due today. If you cannot re-write your entire essay by the allotted time, then you should take it home for homework. I will not give time for you to write it in class tomorrow! 

· When you turn it in: make sure your brainstorm sheet, rough draft, proofreading rubric, and final draft are attached!

· By reading Diary of a Worm, we were able to see (comically) into a worm’s mind. Now it is your turn to write from the perspective of something else.

· For the writing assignment, make sure that you include thoughts, feelings, and actions for the entire week.

February 17, 2010

· Brainstorming for a persuasive essay requires the same actions as brainstorming for any other essay would require.
