· After reading ( ask “who, where, when, what, why, and how?” Summarize the main points…make a timeline and decide on a general theme and mood. 
· Essays

· How many paragraphs are there in a typical essay?
· What goes in each paragraph?

· Rules for writing

· Write formally (no text-speak!)

· Write in 3rd person (avoid words such as: you, we, us, your, etc.)

· Write in complete sentences…no fragments or run-ons!

· A complete sentence: 1) has a subject, 2) has a verb, and 3) expresses a COMPLETE thought or idea

· Punctuation/Capitalization
· Capitalize:

· Proper nouns


 

· Beginnings of sentences

· The word “I”

· Punctuate using:

· Periods when it’s a statement

· Exclamation points to show excitement

· Question marks to ask a question

· Quotation marks when there is dialogue

· Apostrophes in contractions or to show possession
