· Make sure you pay attention to two-part questions…you need to answer BOTH parts to get full credit!

· 20-30 minutes to finish the worksheet from yesterday.
· Create Facebook page for Edgar Allan Poe.

· Read the directions on the backside of the assignment. For everything in this assignment, pretend YOU are Edgar Allan Poe. Write in first person from HIS point of view!

· In the #1 box, draw a picture of Poe. Also, keep in mind that not everyone posts a personal picture of themselves on their website; some choose to post a cartoon picture or other symbol that they either particularly like or that symbolizes their personality. If you’d rather not draw Poe, you could draw a symbol or character that best represents him.

· In the #2 box, write an “about me” section on your Facebook page. YOU HAVE TO WRITE A MINIMUM OF 2 FACTS TO GET FULL CREDIT!

· In the #3 box will go your basic information. Age, relationship status, school/jobs, networks, etc. We haven’t talked about his age or school in class, so don’t panic when you don’t know this answer! *If you look up his age online and include it in your assignment, I’ll give you bonus points! ( And take your best guess about his relationship status and job…what would you guess he would list here?
· In the #4 box goes the photo albums. Use a couple of symbols/images from the stories as the images in your photo albums. You MUST give a brief description of each to get full credit! For instance, tell me why you picked that particular symbol.

· In the #5 box, you’ll write your name and status. In case you’re not familiar with Facebook, a status tells your friends what you’re doing or thinking at the moment. KEEP COMMENTS APPROPRIATE!

· Remember that Facebook posts statuses in a 3rd person fashion. Old statuses become a part of your wall, as well as comments from other friends.

· Box #6 is “the wall.” Your friends will make comments to you here. You must write at least 2 comments to yourself (from friends) to get full credit! Then, respond to each of the comments as Poe. Finally, write at least 2 old statuses.

· When you’re doing the writing activity, remember that you could choose EITHER prompt…you only have to write ONE essay!
· This essay can be in 1st person format!

· This essay only needs TWO body paragraphs…don’t try to kill yourself writing a full-blown essay! This is a personal reflection….needs 4 paragraphs to get full points. A brainstorm is not necessary, since this is not a full-blown essay. 

· If you finish this and your Poe word find before the day is over, you won’t have any homework over Spring Break, so it’s best to work hard during class!
