· Today’s poetry will be “concrete.”

· Concrete poems are in the SHAPE of the subject of the poem. In the poetry notes I gave you last week, there are 2 examples of concrete poems. The first one is about sailboats and the second is about doves. There are two ways you can construct a concrete poem.

· Describe the subject/object of your poem, and put those words in the SHAPE of the object.

· Describe your feelings or opinions about the object, and put those words in the SHAPE of the object.

· Diamante poems have strict rules, but are easy to write once you know the rules! 
· This poem takes the shape of a diamond if it is perfectly centered and done correctly…that’s why the name sort of looks like “diamond.”

· There are 6 lines in a diamante. Each line has specific rules. 

· Line 1: The subject of your poem (only 1 word).

· Line 2: 2 adjectives (describing words) about your subject.

· Line 3: 3 words that end with “ing” about your subject. 

· Line 4: 2 synonyms (words that mean the same thing) for your subject and 2 antonyms (words that mean the opposite) for your subject.

· Line 5: 3 words that end with “ing” about the ANTONYM of your subject

· Line 6: 2 adjectives about the antonym of your subject

· Line 7: The anonym of your subject (only 1 word).

Example: 

Winter

Frosty, Bright

Skiing, snow ball fighting, sledding,

Icicles, snowflakes, vacation, family

Swimming, sun tanning, sweltering

Hot, sunny

· You are required to do TWO vocabulary activities this week. This means that you must pick two DIFFERENT activities to do with this week’s words. These will be your final vocabulary activities to ever do for me, so make the most of them. Remember that we do vocabulary activities to reinforce vocabulary words so you don’t completely forget about the words before Friday!

· Limerick poems have 5 lines and go in the rhyming pattern of AABBA. This means that the first, second, and fifth lines all rhyme with each other, while the third and fourth lines rhyme with each other and are DIFFERENT rhymes than lines 1, 2, and 5.
· Limericks are also normally a little funny. They don’t have to be laugh-out-loud funny, but they are at least a little clever or witty!

· Please still use correct punctuation and grammar in your poems!

· Limericks typically have some sort of smooth rhythm to them. Read the example poem below and notice how it flows very smoothly with same sort of beats in each line. 

Example:

There was an old man from Peru

Who dreamed of eating his shoe.

He awoke in the night

With a terrible fright,

And found out that it was quite true.
