· The Novel Café project will be due 5.18.10. I will give you some opportunity to read and complete the project in class, but you may need to do some of the work at home. Please refer to the Novel Café project sheet:

· First, you will need to pick a main course. You only have to pick ONE of the 6 listed questions to answer! Please make sure that you read the complete directions and answer all of the questions that it asks to receive full points. 
· Then, select FOUR side dishes out of the 10 listed. Again, make sure you follow directions and answer all of the questions to get full credit. A simple one-sentence answer will not allow you to receive full points – it must be thorough and cover all the questions asked. 

· Finally, select ONE dessert project. 

· Please use a separate sheet of paper to do each course (1 sheet of paper for the main course, 1 sheet for the side dishes, and 1 sheet of paper for any writing on the dessert portion). 

· Please make sure your name is on all pieces of paper, and that you LABEL the top of each paper. For instance, if you are doing side dish questions 1, 4, 7 and 10, your paper would have your NAME and the words “SIDE DISHES” at the top. Then you would write 1. and answer the #1 questions. Then, write 4. and answer the #4 questions.

· This allows me to figure out which questions you are answering and helps me give you full points!
· If you have any additional questions about any of the menu, please feel free to ask!
· Remember that you can pick ANY of the options you want, so long as you fulfill the requests in each section (i.e. the side dishes say to pick 4, so if you only pick 3, you won’t get full points)!

· I’m sure most of you are familiar with the term “haiku.” It’s a form of a poem that is pretty popular. Not only will we read a haiku today, but we will also make one of our own.

· A haiku has 3 lines, and each line has a specific number of syllables. The first line has 5 syllables, the second line has 7 syllables, and the last line has 5 syllables again. 

· Also, haikus are traditionally about nature-related topics. So it wouldn’t really be appropriate to make a haiku about shopping! ( Here is an example of a haiku:

The sky is so blue.

It looks like calm, blue water.

I love to watch clouds.

· Today, we will be discussing another form of poetry: Cinquain (pronounced “sin-cane.”)

· A Cinquain has 5 lines and each line (like the haiku) has a specific number of syllables:

· 1st line = 2 syllables

· 2nd line = 4 syllables

· 3rd line = 6 syllables

· 4th line = 8 syllables

· 5th line = 2 syllables

· Besides just the certain number of syllables, there’s another thing that’s specific to the Cinquain: each line has a certain kind of word that goes on it:
· 1st line = the subject of your poem (subject or noun)
· 2nd line = words that describe your subject (adjectives)
· 3rd line = action words that describe your subject (action verbs)
· 4th line = words that describe your feelings about the subject (feelings or a sentence/phrase)
· 5th line = a synonym (word that means the same thing) for the subject 
· Here is a sample Cinquain:

Kaci

Cheerful, truthful

Texting, eating, shopping

Friend for 13 years

Best bud
