Poetry Book

You will construct your own poetry book. It will be due on May 14, 2010. You will receive 3 plain pieces of copy paper and fold them, hotdog style, to make a book. We will staple it together. Here are the steps to making your poetry book:

· Number each page. The front cover is page 1. The last page is 6.

· Page 1: Acrostic poem of your first name with decorations
· Page 2: Haiku with illustration

· Page 3: Cinquain with illustration
· Page 4: Concrete with illustration
· Page 5: Diamante with illustration
· Page 6: Limerick with illustration
· All illustrations (with the exception of your acrostic poem) must go with the poem you wrote

· All illustrations must be colored. Make your poetry book something you can be proud of!

· On back: write your first and last name, the date, and the name of your favorite poem!

Write the subject word vertically. I used “Hodde.” You will use your first name for the poetry book, but if you decide to construct an acrostic poem at another time (for a vocab activity, Mother’s Day, etc.), you can use any subject that you wish. (
